Stroke Alert

ED – Are criteria for Stroke Pathway met? Establish time of onset, BM, GCS>9, age,
no head injury & no seizure activity.

For eligible patients put out alert via 2222

Thrombolysis < 30 minutes as per
thrombolysis protocol

Transfer to HASU within 4 hours of
arrival

ED Team, Stroke Alert

Nurse (SAN)

 Assessment on arrival
 Clerked in ED by Stroke/Med
Reg within an hour of arrival
